RECEIVING YOUR CONFIRMATION?
HOPING TO BE A SPONSOR OR GODPARENT?
The following is a list of requirements to be a Confirmation
sponsor or Godparent. If someone has asked you to be
their sponsor, or if you need to find a sponsor (this means

you, Confirmation candidates), read this list carefully!

X Sponsors and Godparents must be at least 14 years of
age and have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy
Communion and Confirmation in the Catholic Church

X Sponsors and Godparents must attend Mass every
Sunday and Holyday of Obligation, or promise to do so
from hereon in*

X If married, the Sponsor or Godparent must have been
married by a priest or deacon in the Catholic Church

X Sponsors and Godparents must not deliberately practice
any behavior which is contrary to the teachings of the
Catholic Church

X Sponsors and Godparents must promise to strive to be a
good Catholic role model

FROM THE DESK OF FATHER BACKES...

One of the things I often hear from people these days is that
they have avoided going to confession because “I’'m not sure
what to say.” This is why a good “examination of
conscience” can be a big help. The following ones are
offered to you as a guide. They are from the pamphlets we
put together for the “Reconciliation Mondays” of Advent
and Lent. Hope they may help you to prepare for this
beautiful sacrament when you go the next time.

EXAMINATION OF CONSCIENCE
(Adults and Teens)

*Do I pray every day? Have I thanked God for His
gifts to me?
*Did I put my faith in danger through reading material
that is hostile to Catholic teachings? Have 1 been
involved in non-Catholic sects? Did I engage in
superstitious practices, such as palm-reading or fortune
telling?
*Did 1 take the name of God in vain? Did I curse, or
take a false oath? Did I use the name of God in anger?
*Did I miss Mass on Sundays or holy days of obligation
through my own fault?
*Did 1 disobey my parents or lawful superiors in
important matters?  Did 1 disrespect someone in
authority?
*Did I hate or quarrel with anyone or desire revenge?
Did I refuse to forgiver Was I disrespectful? Have I
been a bully or used my strength or position to take
advantage of someone else?
*Did 1 steal or damage another’s property? Have 1
been honest in my business relations? Have I cheated
on tests? Have I illegally downloaded music or movies?
*Did I tell lies? Did I sin by gossiping about others?
Did I judge others rashly in serious matters? Have I
started or spread rumors about another person?
*Have 1 envied other people? Do I need to have
something just because someone else has it? Do I feel
the need to have the latest technology or gadget?

(Children)
*Do I try to love God with my whole heart?
*Do I use God’s name for praying and not swear God’s
name for fun or in anger?
*Do I worship God at mass on Sunday?
*Do I show respect for my parents and other adults
that take care of me?
*Have I been mean to anyone?
*Have I done anything to hurt my own or someone
else’s body?
*Have I taken or destroyed things that belong to
someone else?
*Do I tell the truth?
*Have I been jealous of what others have, or of another
person’s family or lifestyle?
