Every pastor has their own “policy” of how to handle 
requests for letters for parishioners to be a sponsor at 
Confirmation or a godparent at Baptism, When a letter is 
required, it is essentially a recommendation from one priest 
to another saying that the person is someone who will be a 
good example of what it means to be a Catholic Christian for 
the person they are “standing up for.” The Church expects 
that Sponsors be practicing their own faith and are in good 
standing sacramentally.  A sponsor is someone who helps the 
person they sponsor on their faith journey. If they are going 
to help someone else on their journey, doesn't it make sense 
that they be walking that journey themselves? To accomplish 
this, each person needs to meet with Father Backes or 
Deacon John so that we can make sure they fulfill this role 
and  understand this role  If you are not doing this now, we 
would like to help you get back on track. Therefore, if you are 
asked to be a sponsor, please call the parish office for an 
appointment.  We also request that you do not wait until the 
last minute to contact us.  This way we will have time to work 
with you fulfill the requirements and to complete the 
necessary paperwork.
